1. Login to your Family Portal.

2. Navigate to the Financial section.

3. Add funds under the Prepay Accounts area for Lunch or Before and After School Care.
For Extended Care, you will be billed automatically when your account balance is depleted, and statements will be emailed
biweekly. Please note that students will not be able to use Extended Care services if payments are not made on time. Lunch
money will be deducted from the students accounts on the due date once lunch orders have all been received for that round of
orders.
