Each race will consist of a 10-

horse field.  

How: WAGERING You may wager on your favorite horse(s) in each of the races to WIN. There is no PLACE (2nd 

place) or SHOW (3rd place) wagering. All wagering MUST be done in $2 increments ($2, $4, $10, $20, 

etc.)    RACE #’s 1 - 10 For race #’s 1 - 10, all horses listed in the program will be purchased (sponsored) in 

advance by an owner (donor). Each horse owner (donor) gets to name their horse. All horse owners (donors) 

are recognized in the program. Each horse will be randomly assigned to a post position in one of the ten races. A
