Uniform Notes 

As the weather is warming, the St. Paul staff has noticed a few things regarding correct uniform wearing.  Please be 
reminded of the following guidelines from the Parent-Student Handbook. 

Pants/Shorts: Khaki, black, navy. Dress-flat or pleated, Cotton blend, corduroy, wool, or poly blend. No denim, no stretch 
leggings, no low rise, K-4 may have elastic band waist. Gr. 5-8 – belted.  

Skirts/Skorts, Jumpers: Khaki, black, navy, gray. Cotton blend, corduroy, wool, or poly blend. Pleated or straight. Length – 
fingertip length or longer  

Shoes: No boots – front and back closed – covering entire foot. Not above the ankle. No pictures, language, lights, or wheels. 

Socks: Solid white, khaki, brown, maroon, gray black, navy. Socks must be worn, no prints or stripes.
